2008 Chorrillos Mission Report 
 

From July 13 to 19, 2008, a small team of volunteers from the US worked at two mission 
locations: Chorrillos and Zapallal, Peru. The team consisted of two pediatricians, an 
Internist/Emergency medicine physician, an advanced practice nurse, a nursing student 
and three lay helpers. This year for the first time, three Peruvian dentists from the Lima 
area helped the team for four days. In Chorrillos, Fr. Chris Dunn, the priest at Our Lady of 
Lourdes provided the space and support for a mission to promote health for the children in 
his barrio. He also recruited parishioners to help with paperwork as well as with counting 
and packaging multivitamins to ensure a smooth flow of work on mission days. This 
mission is in its sixth year, and is a combined effort of a sister parish relationship between 
Christ the King Church in Toledo, Ohio, the Peruvian-American Medical Society, and Our 
Lady of Lourdes in Chorrillos. The mission team also spent two days at an orphanage in 
Zapallal, where Sr. Carol Reamer coordinated the team’s efforts with the orphanage 
director. This is the third year for the Zapallal component of the mission.  
In Chorrillos, the team did health screening exams on 386 children aged 3 to 11 from 
preschool into the fourth grade. Vision screening found 124 children who needed further 
vision testing and possibly glasses. Because another sister parish to Our Lady of Lourdes 
provided the health kits this year, the mission team was able to extend the supplies carried 
and therefore $1000.00 from Christ the King Church parishioners was left with Fr. Chris to 
pay for the follow up testing and glasses. Fr. Chris has already made the arrangements for 
these services for the children. Most of the children in the barrio school were examined by 
the mission dentist and received fluoride sealants. Generous donations of medications 
from the King Benevolent Fund provided medications to ensure that each child was 
dewormed, and a sufficient supply of the medication was left with the physician at the 
medical post in the barrio to ensure that the student’s family members could also be 
treated. Through Fr. Chris’ sports program at Our Lady of Lourdes, these youth can also 
be dewormed again in six months.  
At the Chorrillos medical post that Fr. Chris maintains, the respiratory and vitamin 
programs were re-supplied. The respiratory program provides free nebulized medications 



 

 

for children with asthma. The vitamin programs provide multivitamins to children and 
prenatal vitamins to pregnant and nursing women in the barrio. Fr. Chris’ medical post also 
provides dental care. It is hoped that the volunteer dentists will return to provide follow up 
care for the 190 children found with dental caries. In addition to these mission follow up 
services, funding was made available for the hospital testing needed for two children 
identified with cardiac disorders. 
In Zapallal, 307 children from infancy to age 16 were examined. Thirty children there 
needed additional vision testing and possibly glasses. Two children needed cardiac 
testing, and two others need hernia repairs. Money was left with the director of the 
orphanage for this follow up work. The medical post at the orphanage was given many 
clinic supplies and medications. One 13 year-old girl is blind from cataracts. The current 
Peruvian-American Medical Society president, Dr. Miguel Pro, has agreed to examine her 
and operate if needed to restore her vision.  
In summary, the team saw 693 children over five days. This year, thanks to the 
Peruvian-American pediatrician Dr. Catalina Alegre, we were able to have dentists, dental 
exams, and fluoride sealants for most of the children. Through the donations of Dr. Warren 
Kleinberg, and friends and associates of Claire Michel, children received multivitamins. 
The King Benevolent Fund generously provided medications, including deworming 
medicine for hundreds of children during the mission and again in six months. 
Parishioners at St. Francis of Assisi church in Triangle, VA provided the health kits this 
year to supplement the toothbrushes distributed to each child during the mission. Money 
was provided from generous donors at Christ the King Church to enable children who 
needed glasses to receive them, and money from the Peruvian-American Medical Society 
to test and operate on those with cardiac disorders and hernias. A table below highlights 
the mission statistics and referrals.

WORK AT OTHER LOCATIONS 
 
CLINICA CLUB DE LEONES 
In a clinic located in a suburb of Cajamarca we started a preventive medicine clinic 
with the doctors of the Lions Club.  The areas of work were diabetes, hypertension 
and cancer of the cervix. 
During the Mission we diagnosed, educated and treated patients. 
We donated glucometers, strips, lancets and generic medicines. 
Three internists, one pediatrician, two internists and one dietician 
A TOTAL  of  450 patients were seen. 
 



 

 

LIGA DE LUCHA CONTRA EL CANCER 
We started a program with this organization for the early diagnosis of cancer of the 
cervix and breast.  Two oncologists and one gyneco oncologist saw patients and 
trained personnel  to diagnose early cancer of the cervix using acetic acid.  This 
will be a permanent program. 
A TOTAL of 27 patients we seen. 
 
COMPARTIENDO POR LA SALUD MENTAL 
Three psychiatrists that went on the Mission worked in cooperation with the Sisters 
of Charity, who normally care for patients of mental health in Cajamarca with the 
help of a psychiatrist from Lima.  
The Mission has obtained $25,000.00 to help establish a permanent program. 
A TOTAL of 60 patients were seen. 
 
UNIVERSIDAD ALAS PERUANAS 
Five dentist, two dental assistants and a dental hygienist provided dental care to 
the orphans of  Casa Belen and Aldea “San Antonio” and students of the 
Universidad Nacional de Cajamarca. 
A TOTAL of 400 patients were seen. 
 
UNIVERSIDAD NACIONAL DE CAJAMARCA 
The Mission donated two dental chairs, dental instruments, and an Xray machine 
to be used at the students’ clinic.  
HOGAR CASA BELEN 
We have been working at this orphanage for several years.  During this Mission we 
donated clothes and tennis shoes, provided dental care and organized a party. 
 
We worked with the girls during the week.   
The Mission has organized a computer room which had five computers previously 
donated by us, and two more have been donated during this Mission  The Mission 
pays for ongoing computer classes for the girls. 
In conjunction with PAMS Auxiliary, we are working on a program to assist the girls 
once they leave the orphanage. 
 
ALDEA INFANTIL “SAN ANTONIO” 
The Mission organized a computer room and equipped it with five new computers.  
Computer lessons were paid for eleven children. 
We donated clothes, toys, repaired their playground equipment, and took the 
whole group to the movies and for ice cream. 
 
JARDIN INFANTIL  “SANTA ROSA” EN LA TULPUNA 
The Mission donated four computers, toys and educational material.  Mission 
members spent the week helping there and organized a party for the children.

Arequipa Report 2008 
 
Dr Ralph Kuon 
Presidente del Comite de Misiones y miembros todos de PAMS 
 
 
Con mucho gusto y satisfaccion quiero informarles que la Mision Medica en Arequipa 
organizada por Illinois PAMS,se llevo a cabo del 1 al 5 de Septiembre en el Hospital 
Regional Honorio Delgado Espinoza con mucho exito en todos los parametros que 
habiamos planeado 
 
     Llegamos con 59 Voluntarios con todos los permisos y Resoluciones de Ley, que el 
Colegio Medico del Peru nos otorgo. Contamos con 21 medicos, 
esfermeras,optometristas, tecnicos de sala de operaciones, estudiants de Medicina 
traductores, un ingeniero bio medico y algunos voluntarios no medicos. 
 
      Un Contenedor de 40 pies cubicos y 7 toneladas de peso, enviado   por via maritima 
via Callao, paso la Aduana con un poco de atrazo pero sin otros problemas y llego 
oportunamente a Arequipa, donde hicimos entrega  de todos los equipos e insumos al 
Director del Hospital Regional Honorio Delgado, Dr. Antonio Moriberron y su personal de 
logistica bajo un meticuloso inventario con un valor aproximado de $250,000. 
 
      La mision fue Asistencial y Docente, trabajando y operando siempre con colegas 
peruanos quienes ayudaron a escribir las ordenes post operatorias, dictar los reportajes 
operatorios y lo mas importante tener el conocimiento de los pacientes para seguirlos en 
el post operatorio cuando nosotros regresamos. Cubrimos las siguientes especialidades: 
    1. Ofthalmologia: llevamos 4 ofthalmologos bajo el liderazgo del Dr. Migel Pro. Se 
realizaron 56 operaciones con una complicacion seria que fue imediatamente reconocida 
y tratada adecuadamente. 
    2. Cirugia Plastica: A cargo del Dr. Juan Angelats, Jefe del Departamento de Cirugia 
Plastica de Loyola Medical Center de Chicago, y 4 cirujanos plasticos que operaron 17 
casos muy complejos de reconstruccion de secuelas de quemaduras asi como otras 
deformaciones congenitas y adquiridas. 
    3. Cirugia General y Laparoscopica: Estuvo a mi cargo y conte no menos que con la 
participacion del Dr. Raymond Joehl, Profesor de Cirugia de la Facultad de Medecina de 
Loyola y Jefe de Cirugia del Hospital Hines. Tambien participo la Dra. Ranna Tabrizi 
especialista en laparoscopia. Se realizaron 22 intervenciones de cirugia biliar y abdominal 
utilizando el moderno equipo e instrumentos de cirugia laparoscopica que llevamos como 
donacion. Asi misimo se realizaron 16 hernioplastias utilizando el tapon y malla de 
Marlex, tecnica poco usada en el Peru.  



 

 

    4. Cirugia Ortopedica: Solo tuvimos un cirujano ortopedico, el Dr. Tom Nipper de New 
Jersey, con 30 anos de experencia, gran abilidad quirurgica y sobre todo mucho deseo de 
ensenar. Se operaran con los cirujanos locales 9 casos de la especialidad incluyendo un 
remplazo de cadera. 
    5. Gynecologia:LLevamos un gran equipo conformado por tres cirujanos miembros de 
nuestro Capitulo: los Drs. Jose Galvez,Edgar del Castillo y Luis Ugarte quienes  operaron  
18 pacientes utilizando laparoscopia en varios casos con los colegas peruanos. Ademas 
el Dr. Ugarte,trabajo en La Liga de Lucha con el Cancer de Arequipa, capacitando a 
colegas locales y visitantantes en el uso del nuevo Colposcopio que donamos a esa 
institucion, para l despistaje del cancer de cuello uterino. Se proyecta que se haran mas 
de 5000 examenes al ano. 
    6. Anestecia El Dr. Julios Paulosweki de LOyola veterano de varias misines  y uno de 
sus residentes,se unieron a varios de los anestesistas locales, para permitrirnos realizar 
i38 operaciones en 5 dias. Trabajaron largas horas 
    7. Utilizando  el Hospital de La Fuerza Aerea del Peru y con la colaboracion del Club de 
Rotarios Ciudad BLANCA,15 Optometristas del Grupo VOHS,examinaron y dieron lentes  
medidos a 189 pacientes diarios por 5 dias y el ultimo dia a 265 pacientes. 
    8, Nuestras damas voluntarias, con participacion tambien de las damas Rotarias y el 
grupo Amariles de damas arequipenas, llevaron ayuda al Albergue pa ra mendigos de 
Chipinilla. Se invirtieron $5,000 dolares en la construccion de facilidades de lavanderiay 
tanques y reservorios de agua para uso de su higiene personal asi como pavimentacion 
de patiosy otras mejoras en el edificio.Sellevaron 100 pares de zapatos, ropa y utensillos 
de limpieza Etc. Limitaciones economicas y "falta de presupuesto",hacen que en el Peru, 
esta clace de instituciones carazcan de necesidades basicas. Este es un proyecto que 
seguiremos ayudando. 
    9. Nuestra Enfermera Especialista Aurora Mendez,en equipo co el Dr Carlos Villalobos 
y Maria Montesinos, dictaron un Curso teorico practico de CPR para instructores a 
medicos y enfermeras que tuvo mucho exito. Yodo el material didactico quedo en 
Arequipa.

The 2008 Mission provided free of charge medical and dental care to the Ayacucho 
population from June 8th to the 22nd. A team of 123 volunteers enthusiastically dedicated 
their best in their respective fields during the two weeks of the Mission in our native Peru. 
Services as Pediatrics, General Surgery, Internal Medicine, Ophthalmology, Dental, 
Gynecology, Plastic, Colorectal, Thoraxic and Vascular Surgery and others provided their 
expertise during the 2 weeks period. Over one hundred surgeries were performed with 
results that have become the trademark of the Mission: patients with a smile in their faces 
and a profound gratitude toward the volunteers. The Regional Hospital’s doctors, 
administrators, nurses and ancillary services personnel worked hand to hand with the 
Mission volunteers making the Mission a success. At the end of the two weeks more than 
two thousand patients were provided services with many of them receiving life saving 
procedures. The Peruvian American Dental Association (PADA) provided dental care to 
hundreds of patients and performed fluorination of thousands of children. 
The “Orphanage Juan Andres Vivanco” received a special donation from the Michigan 
PAMS Chapter group, supplemented by the Ayacucho Mission volunteers for the amount 
of $2,000.00. This donation covered orphanage’s building repairs, essential for the safety 
of the children. In addition to the financial support provided, clothing, medications along 
with medical and dental care was provided at no cost to the children. The smiles of the 
children touched everybody’s heart. I can’t find words to describe the joy and gratitude 
expressed by the children and the orphanage’s authorities represented by Mother Ana 
Java. Community talks were again part of the Mission with great attendance. Topics as 
Diabetes, High Blood Pressure and High Cholesterol were reviewed providing preventive 
medicine education in lay terms to the local population. The Local radio station provided 
airtime to enhance the preventive message with many people calling and obtaining 
information in therapeutic life style modifications, essential for proper control of the 



 

 

epidemic of current times. Medical conferences were conducted by the Mission 
Physicians Specialists with great participation of the local physicians and paramedical 
personnel, covering topics involving state of the art management of common medical 
problems with emphasis in applying the new knowledge at the local clinics. 
 
 
At the end of the 2 weeks period the Mission accomplished: 
148 surgeries 
2840 patients, examined and treated 
$225, 000.00 donations, composed of medications, materials, equipment, and supplies. 
3,500 children receiving fluorination 
 
The Mission was possible by the partnership of philanthropic people and organizations as 
Direct Relief International, Schering Plough Pharmaceutical, Medtronic, and amazing 
individual contributors to whom I want to express my gratitude; with their support and the 
outstanding work of the 123 volunteers. With their unbreakable spirit that did not hesitate 
to overcome high altitude adverse effects, lack of usual commodities and funded their own 
expenses made a difference in thousands of persons’ life. 
The leadership is already working towards the 2009 Mission and we are holding our 
Annual Fundraiser Party on October 11. You too can make a difference in a person’s life.
